Cairo (arrival)

Then a private air-

conditioned vehicle, Overnight in Cairo, will transfer you to your hotel

(with a pool).

Day 2

Giza pyramids, sphinx, Memphis& Sakkara

After breakfast at the hotel, Travel back in time to the days of ancient

Egypt and go for a fantastic tour of the 3 pyramids of Giza plateau.

Explore one of the Seven Wonders of the World, Cheops, Chephren,

and Mycerinus, and then proceed to visit the Sphinx, and The Valley

Temple, which belongs to the king Chephren. Thereafter drive to

Memphis and Sakkara, one of the most exciting historical and

archaeological areas all over Egypt. Visit the Step Pyramids of

Sakkara, the world’s oldest major stone structure. It was built in the

third Dynasty for King Djoser. Then proceed to visit the Necropolis of

Sakkara and the Mastabas of Kagmni. After that transferred to

Memphis which was founded by King Menes, and was the first capital

of the Ancient Kingdom of Lower and Upper Egypt, then Stop to see

the Alabaster Sphinx and the remaining two colossal statues of

Ramses II. You will also have the chance to visit a Papyrus Institute to

see how the famous artwork is made and to teach the kids how to

write their names in hieroglyphics

Day 3

Grand Egyptian museum, old Cairo& Khan el Khalili

After breakfast in the hotel, proceed to visit Cairo’s famous Grand

Egyptian Museum, which houses 165,000 Egyptian artifacts, but the

priceless treasures of King Tutankhamun are the highlights. His six
