Sobek's Temple used to house captive crocodiles, and many

mummified specimens can still be seen at The Kom Ombo Crocodile

Museum. As the day progresses, savor a spectacular Nile sunset from

the deck of your luxury cruise ship as you continue south toward the

vibrant city of Aswan.

This afternoon in this Aswan day tour, enjoy a tranquil sail on a

traditional felucca, the wooden sailboat of the Nile, and take in the

breathtaking views of the Nile River and its surroundings.

Later, visit the vibrant souk in the heart of Aswan and pick up some

souvenirs.

Abu Simbel - Cairo

Disembark your riverboat and fly to Abu Simbel, one of the most

impressive building achievements of Pharaoh Ramses II in southern

Egypt. Admire the awe-inspiring sandstone cliff temple, featuring four

nearly 70-foot-tall statues of the pharaoh at its entrance. The Temple's

inner chamber is illuminated by the sun's rays twice a year, during the

Abu Simbel Sun Festival, casting a golden light on the seated statues

of Ramses and two sun gods.

The Temple was relocated and rebuilt at a higher elevation during the

construction of the Aswan High Dam. After your visit, enjoy a

delectable lunch before flying back to Cairo. Spend the evening

https://www.youregypttours.com/what-to-do/egypt-day-tours/aswan-day-tours
https://www.youregypttours.com/egypt-tours-blog/abu-simbel-temple


relaxing at your luxurious hotel.
