in all over of Egypt. Visit the Step Pyramids of Sakkara, the world’s

oldest major stone structure. It was built in the 3rd Dynasty for King

Djoser. Then proceed to visit the Necropolis of Sakkara, the Mastabas

of Ti, and Prince Ptahotep. After that transfer to Memphis which was

founded by King Menes, and was the first capital of the Ancient

Kingdom of Lower and Upper Egypt, then Stop to see the Alabaster

Sphinx and the remaining two colossal statues of Ramses II. You will

also have the chance to visit a Papyrus Institute to see how the

famous artwork is made and to teach the kids how to write their names

in hieroglyphics,
