A masterpiece of ancient architecture, this terraced mortuary temple
honors Queen Hatshepsut (1507-1458 BC), one of Egypt’'s most

Colossi of Memnon

Towering 18m statues of Amenhotep IIl (1350 BC), once guardians
of his lost mortuary temple, are famed for their mysterious "singing" at

dawn.
