This show is

operated in Karnak Temple in Luxor during the evening, lasting for just

under an hour.

Explore the extraordinary Valley of the Kings and Luxor West Bank, a

breathtaking complex of mortuary temples and tombs. Admire Queen

Hatshepsut Temple. And marvel at the Colossi of Memnon. Visit the

gigantic Karnak Temple Complex before your flight to Cairo.
