Day 1

Arrival | Cairo International Airport

Day 2

The
Giza Plateau is about 30 minutes from Cairo, where your Egyptologist
guide will provide a fascinating introduction to the three pyramids:
Cheops, Khafre, and Menkaure. This is part of your 9 day Egypt

You will have free time to enter the burial chambers of the pyramids
(optional, for an additional cost); however, your guide is not allowed to
enter with you to avoid overcrowding. You may also go on a camel
ride around the pyramids area (optional, for an additional cost),

making it a memorable experience for everyone in your family tour in

Egypt.

Your final stop is Sakkara which is home to Egypt's oldest pyramid.

The Step Pyramid was built in 2650 B.C. After your guide provides a

brief history of this famous pyramid, you will have free time to explore
it independently. In addition, you will have the chance to visit a
Papyrus Institute to see how this famous artwork is made and have a

chance to purchase genuine items if you wish.
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After the conclusion of your Family tour, you will drive back to your

hotel for drop-off.

Day 3

Fishawy."
