Luxor West Bank & Sailing to Edfu

Valley of the Kings

Tutankhamun, and Seti I—adorned with vivid underworld scenes.

Hatshepsut Temple

A masterpiece of ancient architecture, this terraced mortuary temple

honors Queen Hatshepsut (1507–1458 BC), one of Egypt’s most

powerful rulers.

Colossi of Memnon

Towering 18m statues of Amenhotep III (1350 BC), once guardians

of his lost mortuary temple, famed for their mysterious "singing" at

dawn.

Edfu Temple

most intact ancient sanctuary.



Kom Ombo Temple

This unique double temple (180-47 BC) honors both Horus the

Elder (Haroeris) and the crocodile god Sobek. Its riverside location

offers stunning Nile views.

where you'll spend the night onboard.

Aswan's Ancient Wonders

Aswan High Dam

The Unfinished Obelisk

Abandoned mid-construction during Hatshepsut's reign (1508-1458

BC), this 1,200-ton monument reveals ancient quarrying techniques.

Philae Temple

Dedicated to Isis, this Ptolemaic-era temple (280 BC) was

meticulously relocated to Agilkia Island in a UNESCO rescue



mission. Its intricate carvings preserve the Osiris myth.
