After visiting the Valley of the Queens, proceed to the marvelous

Temple of Hatshepsut, one of the most striking monuments in our

Luxor day tours. Your guide will introduce you to the temple and the

fascinating story of Queen Hatshepsut and how she gained the throne

by posing as a male. Explore this breathtaking temple and the intricate

hieroglyphics that decorate its walls. After your guided tour, you will

have some free time to explore the temple at your leisure. 

As you return to Luxor, you can stop briefly at the Colossi of Memnon,

which marks the funerary site of Amenhotep III, the 18th-century

pharaoh who ruled during Egypt’s golden age. Here you will find two

giant statues standing tall and proud along the West Bank. The

statues are all that remains of this ancient complex. Additionally, you

can visit an alabaster factory and purchase genuine items if you wish.
