at Giza Plateau, the sole survivors of the ancient Greek-listed Seven
Wonders of the World.

Cheops. Constructed from over 2.5 million limestone blocks, it took

over 20 years to construct.

We explore this area on foot and then on the back of a camel! Off we

Valleys of the Kingsand Temple of Queen Hatshepsut

Today, we visit Luxor’s legendary West Bank — home to the famous

Valleys of the Kings, the imposing colonnaded temple of Queen

ancient Egyptians confounded tomb robbers with the construction of
elaborate catacombs, once filled with treasures and highly decorated
to allow the pharaoh passage to the afterlife. Tonight, we return to

Cairo by sleeper train.
