The first

stop will be at the Colossi of Memnon, a towering pair of statues that

are all that remains of the Temple of Amenophis Ill. Your tour will

continue in the Valley of the Kings and on to the Valley of the
Queens, the site of the imposing colonnaded temple of Queen

Hatshepsut.

Crossing back over to the East Bank, we will return to our hotel for

some free time before heading to Karnak Temple. More than a

temple, Karnak is a spectacular complex of sanctuaries, pylons, and
obelisks built on a grand scale. Karnak was the most important place

of worship during the height of Theban power.

Later this evening, we will return to Cairo by overnight sleeper train.
