Aswan Attractions & Nile Cruise

Breakfast onboard sleeper train. Once you arrive at Aswan train

station, you will be met and assisted by our representative, who will

take you to embark on your Nile cruise for the next 4 days.

Continue the tour to

visit the Hatshepsut temple at El Deer El Bahary, dedicated to Queen

Hatshepsut. You will head back to your cruise ship for lunch. After

having afternoon tea on the Cruise, you will have free time at leisure.

Within the complex,

you will find the great "Hypostyle Hall," which is an incredible forest of

giant pillars.

After this, you will be transferred to Luxor temple, which was built by

Amenhotep III and Ramses II for rituals and festivals dedicated to the

god Amen. And then, you will be transferred to the Luxor train terminal
